Å According to the Report on the Macroeconomic Situation for 2018 issued by the Ministry Public 

Finance, the real economic growth for the year 2017 is 6.1%, and the evolution economic growth for 

2018 will be characterized by an expected economic growth 5.5%; 

 

Å Romania's Gross Domestic Product for 2017 was 842.5 billion lei (about 184.75 billion euros), and 

the forecasts for 2018 indicates a GDP of 907.9 billion lei (about 199.5 billion euros).
